Nominated Person
The applicant making an application for accreditation of a AWT facility becomes the Nominated Person for the AWT facility if the application is approved. The Nominated Person must be knowledgeable of, and ensure compliance with, relevant parts of the BPS Standard and the Biomass Energy (Biochar Production Systems) Rule 2025.
The Nominated Person operates a System Registry account for an accredited AWT facility and must ensure the ongoing operation of the facility complies with all relevant requirements. The accreditation of an AWT facility may be suspended if the facility is not operated in accordance with applicable laws of a country, a state (or similar division), or a territory.
